Follow these simple steps to properly connect 3    Party Data Receivers to
your new NextCentury Gateway.
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Unplug the data collector from power, keeping
all devices powered off until the installation
is complete. 

Receivers are typically mounted on a wall in
the same room as the network equipment.

The old wires connecting to the receiver are
no longer needed and should be completely
disconnected and set aside.

2) Disconnect the Power Supply

“This Side Up” is viewable when connected.  Use the
included adhesive tab to secure the connection.

For dual receiver systems, repeat this step
on the second receiver.
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Power is now supplied to the 3    party receiver from the Gateway.
You may now proceed to program the property.
